     This e-mail is to give some general info, provide some support documentation, and ask for your prayers for the Holy Spirit to do a mighty work in the lives of these young people during this event. Included is a map of the CIU campus, where you will see the Awana parking area near the Moore Fitness Center. You can drive to the area of the Ridderhof Building, where we will have the check-in, Bible Quiz, and Praise & Worship service, and drop off your team, but please park in the designated area for the event. The parking will be particularly convenient at the close of the day as we will wrap up in the Moore Fitness Center.

     The Praise & Worship session will be the focus of this event, and all teams for Bible Quiz must be present to get their awards and all Games Teams must be in attendance in order to participate in the Games. Lunch will be provided in the Student Center Dining Hall and we ask that you encourage fellowship with the youth from the other churches. The primary focus of our Coaches Meetings will not be Quiz Rules and Games Rules, but on prayer for the mighty working of our Lord in the lives of these “kids.” If you have any extra youth, bring them along, we have several teams that are in need of some assistance. If you are in need of some assistance, please let us know ASAP, as we plan to mix and match and even make a complete team, if needed, and if we have enough extras.

     Questions regarding dress code have been answered as follows…modesty, no shorts, and gym shoes are required, in order to step on the gym floor, including coaches. If in doubt, please err on the side of modesty. The Awana Games and Bible Quiz Rules are on the scawana.com web site. There is one change not noted in the Games material, in the semifinals (if necessary) and finals, we will use a three event playoff format, with Basketball Relay heats for girls, boys, and team, Bean Bag Bonanza heats for girls and boys, and Balloon Relay heats for girls and boys to determine the champions.
